Turning Tool Show and Tell

The demonstration program
1. Glen Baxter brought in photos of and samples from his Hapfo AP
5000 M copy lathe that weighs over 800 pounds. @lahhis son use it in
the son’s stair business. They develop steel patErdesigns that will be
used for large quantity orders, such as the 22@rede last year.
2. Dottie Pughbrought in a copy of Woodturning Design magazise a
her current favorite tool. The articles have gawgtructions for projects and
provide plenty of inspiration for her to try newrtgs.
3. Wynn Arnold showed a “dry box” for CA glue. This consists of a
plastic container with a tight sealing lid into whihe places some of the
small packets of silica gel that come as a presgesan many of the
packages you buy. He said make sure you leaveafhéoose on the CA
glue bottle. Wynn also had what he called an Edv&arBobinson parting
tool. It was made from a thin table knife like iretold prison movies and
you don’t have to add a handle. Works great.
4. Larry Gonyea demonstrated an adjustable hinged jig with aisgnd
drum that mounts on the lathe. The drum is moumtéde chuck and the jig
clamps to the lathe ways. He said you have to etsumake the drum a
near perfect cylinder before applying the narrowpstof sandpaper in a
spiral from end to end. He fastened the sandpayuky with blue painters
tape. He runs the drum at very high speed.
5.  Virgil Morar brought in an Oland turning tool. This was devebbp
by the late Knud Oland and is still used by hisewifssi who makes bowls
and hollow forms up to three feet in diameter. Tdw is made from a 3/16
or ¥s inch square bar of tool steel attached toat sthaft and handle. Virgil
used to live near the Olands and John C. CamptiklsEhool and enjoyed
visiting Lissi’s shop.
6. Bruce Binns brought a homemade roughing tool for rootstock and
other wood that may have embedded or hidden rackther debris. He
purchased a ¥2 X ¥2 metal lathe bit from MSC (www aingct.com). He
uses this as it is supplied and uses a piece vagiaked pipe as a handle.
Two tapped holes for set screws secure the tookh® handle. Don’t try to
tap thru the seam area of the pipe. Another verfsiothe more abrasive
materials such as some plastics with fillers usegriangular shaped carbide
index bits also from MSC. Tap a hole and attach steel shaft. You can
rotate the bit for three different cutting edged aometimes turn them over
for three more edges.



7. Tom Weber had a rugged homemade face plate for those big
unbalanced pieces we want to turn that was made dréace plate the club
sells with three sharpened screws mounted in thestamd secured with
nuts. Two screws are sharpened to a cone poinba@gcrew is sharpened
like a chisel edge and is oriented like a spokgite an index mark to help
relocate the wood in the same orientation if it tealse removed and
replaced. A second homemade tool was a piece ofl Wi had a
sharpened nail in the center of one end and thedsubf the wood fits
snuggly into your faceplate. This is used to makkdenter of the turning
before removing it from the faceplate for reversingter and holding it
with the tailstock pin.

8. Ray Conklin the man of a thousand jigs and fixtures showed a
wooden hinged brake for making precise and repkabsnds in thin sheet
metal. This brake allows him to make reproductiohgierced tin heaters
that used to be used in carriages. His sample was his usual quality
standards.

9. Bob Winburn developed a jig to bend the wire supports forttbe
that displays Christmas ornaments. The jig mountsslathe. The end of the
wire is inserted into a hole and the wire wrapsdineular jig in a groove.
The jig diameter is designed to allow for the sgioack in the wire. Bob
uses coat hangers. Bob also had a texturing tooidte from an
inexpensive Harbor Freight carpet tool. Cut a isidhe end of a bar and
mount the wheel. He also brought a HF pry bar negganto a bedan to
remove bark. A Fourth tool required no modificatibte used a small HF
die grinder without air to hold the foam-mounteddiag pads. The turning
wood supplies the power to turn the sanding diskeS you about $50.

10. John Armstrong uses a router base mounted where the tool rest goe
and then uses the router to true up wood thabiig to rotate on his lathe
or so out of balance that it makes the lathe vasitd move around.

11. Harvey Driver showed a tubular roughing gouge with a vacuum
cleaner attachment. Works best with dry wood beatsdwork with wet. It
helps keep the area clean. He finds it great fodyction work because you
have a sharp edge all the way around the tool andlgn’t have to stop and
clean up the chips. Harvey also had some Morse thpkbits that mount in
the tailstock to make your depth hole before holhga vessel. Harvey also
likes the Michael Hosaluk hook tool because it @utd grain fibers
extremely well. A safer drive to use instead oftiseal four blade drive
center is to use a cup shaped dead center. Maiapdecof notches in the
cup with a file for a little bit of drive. If your®uld get a catch it lets the
wood stop without danger or damage.

The basic method is to cut four squared off sestmfrequal length wood
and temporarily fasten them together so that whiabe the inside is facing
out. Ray uses double sided tape to hold the insitgons out and wraps
them with glass tape. Next, the assembly is chuokéue lathe and the
inside profile is turned. The sections are remdveunh the lathe, separated,
and permanently glued back together with the tuprefiles facing inwards.
The glued assembly is re-chucked, and the outsitlened to a pleasing
shape to go with the inside profile.
