The basic method is to cut four squared off sestmfrequal length wood
and temporarily fasten them together so that whiabes the inside is facing
out. Ray uses double sided tape to hold the insitdigons out and wraps
them with glass tape. Next, the assembly is chuokéue lathe and the
inside profile is turned. The sections are remdveunh the lathe, separated,
and permanently glued back together with the tupretfiles facing inwards.
The glued assembly is re-chucked, and the outsitlened to a pleasing
shape to go with the inside profile.

Bill Lutian — made two Tomahawks for the Scouts and then sahe
from wood that were hard to tell from the real anes
Joe Forman— made a ‘no measure’ box similar to the onerneacant club
demonstration.
