SCWT Demo #14 (D31) features Tom Monahan gave an excellent talk on finishing a couple
of years ago. Tom is employed at General Finishes, and really knew his stuff. On the same
disc, our own Tiny Weir showed us his method of making tool handles and Ray Conklin
showed his inside-outside turning techniques.

The second is SCWT Demo #15 (D56). Jack Gregory shows how to turn some pretty
elegant laminated candle sticks, Charlie Shrum shows his method of easily (?) producing the
inserts that fit into the mouths of hollow turnings, and Paul Pouliot presents a demo on
Christmas Ornaments.

You may have noticed that the numbers assigned to these two discs are lower than usual. |
am replacing some of our earlier assigned numbers which have been lost, or are otherwise
not available, and are not likely to become available in the future.

The steering committee is tentatively planning for a demo (or hands on) project for October.
